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INTRODUCTION

The Institute for International and Comparative Law of The Center for
American and International Law will conduct the fortieth session of the Academy
of American and International Law from June 1 through July 11, 2003.

The Academy will again provide an opportunity for people from outside the
United States to study American and international legal and business institutions,
with an emphasis on American law and process. The Academy is business ori-
ented and addresses a wide range of law-related commercial transactions.

Participants will explore the role of law in the settlement of disputes and in the
establishment of an orderly structure of international relations — both private and
governmental.

... if you are from a country other than the United States and are inter-
ested in American and international law.

... if you are in the early stages of a career that may now or in the
future include international law.

... if you wish a broad introduction to a variety of areas important to the
practice of international business law, and to the law of the United States.

This is not a degree program and is not as comprehensive as a
Master of Laws Program. It is not intended for the highly experienced
international corporate lawyer or private practitioner. The Academy has
attracted many lawyers who have gone on to prominent positions in their
home countries. Our goal is to provide a forum for those who are among
the "best and brightest" lawyers, giving them an opportunity to enhance
their international knowledge and experience.

The faculty includes distinguished scholars and practicing lawyers with
national and international experience in legal, business and public affairs. The
program emphasizes practical approaches for people engaged in transnational
legal and economic relationships.

In 2002, the Academy included 64 participants from 28 nations. The thirty-nine
annual academies have collectively had more than 2,100 participants from 114
countries. Over the years, participants have included attorneys, judges, law pro-
fessors, and government officials.

Benefits of the Academy are reciprocal. Participants acquire a deeper under-
standing of American institutions and of international law; at the same time,
participants learn from one another, and the presence of the participants enriches
the understanding of the many Americans who have the opportunity to meet them.

The Center for American and International Law

The Academy is conducted by the Institute for International and Comparative
Law, a division of The Center for American and International Law. The Center,
organized in 1947, is recognized as a major national and international forum for con-
tinuing legal and professional education.

The Center conducts its programs primarily through its institutes. In addition to
the Institute for International and Comparative Law, they include the Institute for
Transnational Arbitration, the Institute for Energy Law, the Institute for Continuing
Legal Education, the Institute for Local Government Studies, the Institute for Law
and Technology, the Institute for Litigation Studies and the Institute for Law
Enforcement Administration.

The Institute for International and Comparative Law

Established in 1963 as a division of The Center for American and International
Law, the Institute for International and Comparative Law seeks to promote the rule
of law in international transactions. The Institute’s membership is listed beginning on
page 92. With an emphasis on international business transactions, the Institute’s
programs involve a consideration of practical issues that confront lawyers and exec-
utives in the international community. Lecturers are drawn not only from academia
but also from the world of international law practice.

The Institute’s programs — the Symposium on Private Investments Abroad and
the Academy of American and International Law — are offered annually. The
Academy of American and International Law is highlighted in this catalogue. The
Symposium on Private Investments Abroad provides a prominent annual forum for
lawyers, business leaders and government officials to learn about legal aspects of
economic growth made possible by international private investments.

Admission Process

Admission to the Academy of American and International Law is based upon
materials submitted by the applicant and other available data. The Admissions
Committee reserves the right to reject any applicant without statement of reason.

Qualifications

Applicants must have a college degree and experience in one of the following
fields: public service, law, economics, journalism, teaching, or business. They must
reside or have domicile outside the United States. Applicants must demonstrate
substantial ability to read, speak and understand the English language.

Tuition
Tuition for the six-week course is $8,000. A deposit of $1,000 must be made by
May 29, 2003.

Visa Information

Academy participants should apply to the American Consulate for a Visitor s
Visa (B-1 Classification). We do not issue a Certificate of Eligibility. To enhance the
processing of your application for a visa, you should submit a letter from your
employer (or from yourself, if you are self-employed) that states: your name and
address, how long you have been employed, that you have permission to attend the
Academy of American and International Law, and that you will be returning to work
for your employer following the Academy. You should also submit to the American
Consulate your letter from President Ellwanger admitting you to the Academy.

Fellowships

Fellowships are available for only a limited number of applicants. Fellowships
usually include only tuition, and not room and board. Applicants who wish to apply
for a fellowship should state the reason for seeking the fellowship in a statement
that is submitted with the general Academy application. Transportation to and from
the applicant s home country is not provided by the Academy, except as described
in the section on Jackson and Ray Fellowships.

The Victor Folsom Fellowships

The Center for American and International Law offers four annual Victor Folsom
fellowships to the Academy of American and International Law. These fellowships
include tuition, a double-occupancy room and a stipend for meals. If a single occu-
pancy room is desired, the Folsom fellow pays the difference in price. To help
ensure diversity within the Academy class, the four fellowships will be given on a
regional basis. One will be awarded to an applicant from Latin America, one to an
applicant from Africa, one to an applicant from Europe, and one to an applicant from
Asia.

Applicants will be evaluated on their career and educational achievements. The
Admissions Committee will select the recipients from among all the Academy applicants.

There is no need to apply for this fellowship because every applicant will be considered.

Victor Folsom, who died in 1995, and his wife Vicki were long-time supporters
of The Center for American and International Law and its Academy of American and
International Law Center. Mr. Folsom chaired the Center s Institute for International
and Comparative Law’s Advisory Board and lectured for many years in the
Academy. He had an opportunity to meet and know many Academy participants,
and developed friendships around the world. Through the Folsom’s generosity, the
Academy experience will be more readily available to future generations of interna-
tional lawyers.

Jackson and Ray Fellowships

The Center for American and International Law has established the John N.
Jackson and George W. Ray, Jr. Fellowships. These fellowships may be used to
assist Academy participants in attending the Academy. In awarding these fellow-
ships, the President of the Center gives preference to qualified applicants from
developing nations or countries with stringent currency exchange controls who
would be unable to attend the Academy without assistance in paying travel costs.

Funds for Jackson and Ray Fellowships are extremely limited. In some years,
no such awards are made. Applicants who wish to be considered for these limited
awards should send a written request stating in detail the assistance they seek and
the reasons why that assistance is needed.

Among the very best. Each year, the
Admissions Committee selects one
Academy participant from Africa, one
from Asia, one from Europe and one
from Latin America to be Folsom
scholars. The Committee’s intent is to
identify the best participant from each
continent. In 2002, there were three
Folsom Fellows in attendance, and
they are pictured left to right: Irahlyn
Sacupayo-Lariba of the Philippines;
Jose Manuel Simian of Chile; and Gjin
Gjoni of Albania. The fourth Folsom
Fellow, Wycliffe Birungi of Uganda,
was unable to attend because of a
death in his family.

Robert G. Storey International Award for Leadership

Dean Robert G. Storey was the founder and first President of The Center for
American and International Law. Among his many honors and distinctions, Dean
Storey was President of the Center, Dean of the Southern Methodist University Law
School and President of both the American Bar Association and the Inter-American
Bar Association. In recognition of his dedication to peace, justice and the rule of law
in the international community, The Center for American and International Law has
established the Robert G. Storey International Award for Leadership.

The Storey Award is presented to a former participant in the Academy of
American and International Law who has exhibited the qualities of leadership and
integrity that were embodied in Dean Storey. It is funded by the Robert G. Storey
Endowment Fund, and nominees are evaluated on the basis of the leadership they
have shown in their home countries, their contribution to the international legal
community, their personal integrity and their commitment to justice and the rule of
law. The award will normally be presented during the Academy of American and
International Law.

The first Storey Award was presented in 1990 to Chief Justice Marcelo B.
Fernan of the Philippines. Chief Justice Fernan was a 1974 participant in the
Academy of American and International Law. Since then, the Storey Award has
been presented to Mochtar Kusuma-Atmadja of Indonesia, a 1968 Academy par-
ticipant and a former Minister of Justice of his country; Antonio Brancaccio, a 1967
Academy participant and the Chief Justice of Italy’s Supreme Court of Cassation;
Sergio Abreu, the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Uruguay and a 1980 participant in
the Academy; Rene Blattmann, the Minister of Justice of Bolivia, who attended the
Academy in 1980; Raul I. Goco, Solicitor General of the Philippines and a 1967
Academy participant; Antonio Cassese, President of the U.N. International Criminal
Tribunal for the former Yugoslavia, who attended the Academy in 1970; and Didier
Opperti, Minister of Foreign Affairs of Uruguay and subsequently President of the
United Nations General Assembly. The 2001 recipient was Kunio Hamada who is
the first president of the Asia Pacific Bar Association and Associate Justice of the
Supreme Court of Japan.

The Dallas Experience

Education, of course, takes place both inside and outside the classroom. A sub-
stantial effort is made to introduce Academy participants to the Dallas community.
Each participant has the opportunity to be paired with a local host from the Dallas
Committee for International Visitors, or the Dallas Association of Young Lawyers.
These local hosts meet with the participants and provide a first-hand introduction to
life in Dallas.

The Academy schedule also includes a variety of extracurricular activities.
Participants will frequently attend a rodeo, a major league baseball game, and a
Texas barbeque. In addition, they are invited to a tour and reception at a Dallas law

firm and a major international corporation. Our goal is to introduce Academy par-
ticipants not only to the study of American and international law, but also to the
people of the United States.

Attendance and Certificates

Attendance at sessions of the Academy is mandatory. To receive a certifi-
cate of participation, participants may miss no more than a total of one day of class,
unless the absence is due to documented illness or unless approval is obtained
prior to the commencement of the Academy from the President of the Center. In
addition, a requirement for successful completion is attendance at the Farewell
Luncheon on July 11. Certificates will be awarded only to persons who attend the
Farewell Luncheon.

Further, participants who miss more than a total of three days of class will be
dismissed from the Academy unless the absence is due to documented illness or
unless approval is obtained prior to the commencement of the Academy from the
President of the Center.

The 2003 Storey Award will be presented during the Academy, and Academy
participants attend the Storey Award activities. This is an important Academy event
and all participants are required to attend.

Please note that the Academy begins with an afternoon Orientation Session on
Sunday, June 1 and concludes with the Farewell Luncheon on Friday, July 11.
Attendance at the Orientation is required. Participants must plan their schedules
so that they arrive in time to attend the 3:00 p.m. Orientation Session and
depart after the conclusion of the Farewell Luncheon. No departing flight
should be scheduled before 5:00pm on July 11.

FACULTY

JOHN B. ATTANASIO is Dean and the William Hawley Atwell Professor of

Constitutional Law at Southern Methodist University’s Dedman School of Law. A former
dean of the St. Louis University School of Law, he has also taught at the University of
Pittsburgh School of Law and Notre Dame Law School. At Notre Dame, Dean Attanasio
served as the John M. Regan, Jr. Director for the Joan B. Kroc Institute for International
Peace Studies. A 1990 Fulbright Award recipient, Dean Attanasio delivered lectures on
American constitutional law in Moscow and throughout the former Soviet Union. He has
advised various legislative and judicial officials in the emerging democracies of Bulgaria,
the former Czechoslovakia, Russia, Estonia, Hungary and South Africa. He is the co-
author of both Constitutional Law and Understanding Constitutional Law. Dean
Attanasio received a diploma in law from the University of Oxford and an LLM from Yale
University.

CHARLES B. DOLEAC is a partner in the Portsmouth, New Hampshire

law firm of Boynton, Waldron, Doleac, Woodman & Scott, and a court-appointed
mediator for the New Hampshire Superior Courts. A graduate of the University of
New Hampshire and New York University Law School, he is a past recipient of a
National Endowment of the Humanities Professions Fellowship to study the role
of the legal profession. Mr. Doleac has served for many years as a moderator and
developer of programs at the Aspen Institute. He is certified by the Josephson
Institute's applied ethics program, and has developed and moderated applied
ethics programs for lawyers, court-appointed mediators, and law enforcement pro-
fessionals in the United States and Canada.

E. DONALD ELLIOTT is a professor at Yale Law School. He received his

undergraduate and law degrees from Yale and was a Carnegie Fellow there. Professor
Elliott has served as General Counsel of the U. S. Environmental Protection Agency.
Since 1996, he has also been a partner in the law firm of Paul, Hastings, Janofsky &
Walker in Washington, D.C. Professor Elliot teaches courses in administrative law and
environmental law, toxic chemicals, torts, administrative law, constitutional law and com-
plex civil litigation, and is a member of the editorial board of the Journal of Industrial
Ecology.

JUDGE DAVID EVANS is Judge of the 193rd Judicial District Court, Dallas

County, Texas. He is a member of the Curriculum Committee for the Texas Center for
the Judiciary and has served as an Instructor at the Texas College for Judicial Studies.
He received his law degree from Southern Methodist University, where he was Editor-
in-Chief of the Journal of Air Law & Commerce. Judge Evans has served as an Adjunct
Instructor in Law at the Trial Techniques Program at Emory University Law School and
was formerly associated with the Dallas, Texas law firm of Haynes and Boone.
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
