LEGACY TOWN CENTER
In 1997, Electronic Data Systems hired Andres Duany to plan a new town center as the centerpiece to its Legacy business park.  The resulting plan for the first 75 acre phase was a sharp departure from the surrounding corporate campus style of development, with its street grid, wide sidewalks, high density housing, and mix of uses.  Today, Legacy Town Center is one of the most successful greenfield town centers in the country.
