Communication is at the heart of building relationships, thus at the heart of good policing. While Public Information
Officers, Communications Directors, and such are often pigeon-holed to media relations and social media functions,
the insights and skill true strategic communicators bring to the executive are unique and valuable.

One of the biggest obstacles of the strategic communicator is developing the expertise and confidence necessary
to work closely with chief executives. This course will define the challenges facing police executives and how
communication can support management in reaching their goals for a safe and secure community.

This course delves into the role of the strategic communicator, what they can bring to the table, and why they are
a key part of the command staff. It explores the academia behind communications and crisis planning, as well as
thinking more purposefully about the overall brand and image of an agency.

Each day, students will take part in deep-dive discussions about the value of communications, how to garner
support for the position, and how to better convey communication theory to executives to earn buy-in for
communication programs and enhance the overall communications efforts of their agencies.
